perfectly timed.  You donôt make  

mistakes!  Amen.  

   On a recent Wednesday night, 

Kevin asked me to teach while he 

took pictures.  I had inherited a new 

book from a former youth teacher 

and thought I would look there for 

inspiration.  The very first story in 

this book was an illustration about 

Alexander the Great.  It was a les-

son on being a Christian not just in 

name only, but also in deed.   My class that night only 

had two students, Ashley and Nate, but we still had a 

lively discussion on this topic.  

   As the story goes, Alexander the Great approached a 

sleeping soldier who awoke in fear of the greatest 

military general who ever lived.  The punishment for 

sleeping on duty could be as serious and being burned 

to death, but on this occasion, Alexander the Great 

simply asked the terrified soldier his name.

   Think of it this way, Facebook is a great tool for 

keeping in touch with associates, friends, and fam-

ily.  Aspects of it are almost like a public bulletin 

board combined with the post office.  You can send 

messages directly to someone (privately), or you can 

post a message for any of your selected friends to see 

(publicly).  Messages can take the form of text, photos, 

video, and links to other web content.  If used appro-

priately, Facebook can be a wonderful tool for staying 

in touch with someone that means a lot to you. 

   Just like anything else, our adversary can use this 

tool to cause trouble.  I have heard, and witnessed, 

terrible things because of Facebook.  Please, if you are 

a Facebook member, take a moment to read the fol-

lowing points and consider their meaning. 

    1. Who are you accepting as your friends?  This 

question has a lot of bearing on your Facebook experi-

ence and it is NOT private.  Anyone that becomes a 

friend of yours will have access to this list.  Whether 

you like it or not, this list can be interpreted as a snap-

shot of the people you spend time with.  Any posts 

made to you from this list will be visible to any of 

your other friends.  I have seen great confusion arise 

from jokes taken out of context because a friend of 

friend read the post and didn't understand what was 

being said.  This goes back to the question, who are 

your friends on Facebook?  Here's a good test.  Read

through your list and ask yourself, "Is this someone 

that I really want to communicate with?", or, "Do I 

even know this person?"  I've recently spent some 

time pruning my list because of these questions.  A 

word of warning, please be careful of who you allow 

to be your online friend.  If you just want know what 

is happening with someone and that's it, watch 

out!  That is not real communication; it could be inter-

preted as voyeurism.   

   2. What type of posts are you making?  When updat-

ing your status, take a moment to consider its meaning 

before hitting the Share button.  Yes, you can go back 

and delete previous posts, but you cannot erase it from 

the eyes of the people that have already seen 

them.  Just like words, you cannot take them back 

once they have been read.  We worship a loving God; 

are we bringing Him to shame without meaning 

to?  Posts with vague meanings can easily be misinter-

preted.  We all hit our low times, and there is nothing 

wrong with sharing prayer requests with our Brothers 

and Sisters in a time of need.  However, please be 

mindful of your testimony.  Cast your cares upon the 

Lord before you cast them out to anyone who wishes 

to read them. 

   3. What kind of content are you sharing?  Facebook 

is a flexible content delivery system.  Images, videos, 

web content, and audio can all be easily shared be-

tween friends.  Just like your friend list and your 

posts, the content you share will shape people's im-

pression of who you are.  Without going into details, I 

had an unfortunate experience with content taken out 

of context.  Let me encourage you, think about what 

you are sharing with people before you do it.  Does it 

bring glory to God, or could it potentially bring a re-

proach?
